PORTUGAL - WOLVES AND WILD HORSES - WOLVES AND WILD
HORSES (4 NIGHTS)

ITINERARY

Day 1

Shared transfers (payable locally) are possible from Porto Airport at set times
on Saturday. Your flight should arrive in Porto no later than 14:00. The transfer
leaves at 15:00.

Your return flight should depart after 13:00 on the day of departure.

Please note that these transfers are at pre-set times on Saturday. If you choose
to book flights outside of these guidelines then you will need to hire a car at
the airport or pay for a private transfer.

Arrive and settle into your room and relax after your journey. Later meet your
hosts and guide over dinner and learn about the days ahead. Dinner each night
is normally at about 20:30.

Two alternative accommodations are used depending on the number of people
booked on a particular week and will be confirmed to you a few weeks prior to
your holiday. You stay either at Falagueiras House which is quite near the
stables or an apartment in Assureira hamlet which is 3 km south of Castro
Laboreiro. You will be transferred between the accommodation and stables.

Falagueiras House is a large recently renovated house in the village of Castro
Laboreiro. It is a short car journey to the stables.
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All the bedrooms are en-suite, and there is a large communal
living/kitchen/dining room. There is a kettle and a coffee machine.

Day 2

The following outlines the proposed itinerary but the weather and local
conditions may mean that the day by day itinerary varies. The riding is mostly
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at a walk due to the terrain, but the canters you do have are fast and so you do
need to be confident.

Breakfast ingredients are left for you to have your own breakfast at a place and
time to suit you.

At around 10:00 you will be collected and taken to the stables at Pedro's home
on the other side of Castro Laboreiro (a drive of about 10 minutes). After
matching horses to riders you set off on your first ride in the beautiful tracks of
Peneda Mountain.

After your ride you normally wash down the horses and return them to their
fields and go by car to have lunch together. Later you visit the visitor centre of
the National Park and learn more about the area through which you will be
riding.

(About 2.5 hours riding)

Day 3

Today is a full day ride which takes you towards the Valley of the Wolves. This is
an area full of biodiversity. There are occasionally sightings of wild animals and
you can often spot the wild Garrano herds in this valley.

Lunch today is a picnic in the mountains.

(About 4 hours riding)
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Day 4

Your final ride heads east towards the border with Spain. On the way you may
see the Garrano horses and also the amazing megalithic monuments which
represent the largest megalithic necropolis in the Iberian Peninsula.

Lunch today is in the mountains.
The ride continues with the possibility of some long canters.
Your final dinner will be together in the village.

(About 4 hours riding)

Day 5

You will be transferred to Porto airport.
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
